There were lots of smiles of real
happiness on the Board mem-
bers’ faces this month, for the
first time in a long time.  The hard work of many
Board members, committee members, volunteers,
educators, as well as the exceptional team of Marcia
and Janet, is finally bearing fruit.  We are making real
progress in a number of areas.  Settlement on the sale
of the Second Street house happened on November
28, and we sold the house without making any im-
provements. The Board has voted to approve the
Executive Committee’s recommendation to hire
Marcia on a 3-1/2 year contract as our full-time
executive director.  In the few months Marcia has
been back at Beth Sholom, she has organized the
office, updated our computer programs and orga-
nized computer files, planned and facilitated programs
and saved us money.  She is trying to anticipate and
plan for our future needs, and supports and super-
vises our staff. We know that Marcia is delighted to
be back at home at Beth Sholom, and we are very
pleased and grateful that she is going to continue to
be here.

 We are working with attorney Seymour Stern, PNC
Bank and with Weinberg heirs to possibly revert the
downtown shul to the Weinberg family. They are
making good progress on doing this in a way that
respects the terms and intent of the Weinberg trust,
as set up by Sylvia Weinberg. The trust was given to
us to provide for keeping the downtown property
(and the Community Center) in good repair, and to
provide for the continuity of a Jewish community
and house of worship in Frederick. There are still a
few hurdles to get through, including more negotia-
tions with the bank and discussion of the scope of
necessary repairs with the Weinberg heir represent-
ing the family.

No applications will be accepted after that date.

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How to Play Dreidel

The Hebrew word for dreidel is Sevivon, which means “to turn
around.”  Dreidels have four Hebrew letters on them, and they
stand for the saying, “Nes Gadol Haya Sham,” meaning “a great
miracle happened there.”  In Israel, the saying is, “Nes Gadol
Haya Po,” “a great miracle happened here.”

According to some historians, Jews first played with a spinning
top during the rule of the Greek King Antiochus. In Judea,
Antiochus had outlawed Jewish worship, so the Jews would use
a game with the spinning top as a ruse to conceal that they were
secretly studying Torah.

Playing with the dreidel is a traditional Chanukah game played in
Jewish homes all over the world.  Here’s how to play the basic
dreidel game:

1.  Any number of people can take part in this great game.

2.  Each player begins the game with an equal number of game
pieces (about 10-15) such as pennies, nuts, raisins, etc.

3.  At the beginning of each round, every participant puts one
game piece into the center “pot.”  In addition, every time the pot
is empty or has only one game piece left, every player shuold put
one in the pot.

4.  When it’s your turn, spin the dreidel once.  Depending on the
outcome, you give or get game pieces from the pot:

   a.  Nun means “nisht” or “nothing” in Yiddish.  The player
        does nothing.

   b.  Gimmel means “gantz”  or “everything” in Yiddish.  The
        player gets the whole pot.

   c.  Hey means “halb”  or “half” in Yiddish.  The player gets
        half of the pot. (If there is an odd number of pieces in the
        pot, the player takes half plus one.)

   d.  Shin (outside of Israel) means “shtel” or “put in” in
        Yiddish. Peh (in Israel) means “pay.”  The player adds a
        game piece to the pot.

5.  If you have no game pieces left, you are either “out” or may
     ask a fellow player for a “loan.”

6.  When one person has won everything, the round is over!

Every year between the end of November and the end of Decem-
ber, Jewish people around the world celebrate the holiday of
Chanukah, the Festival of Lights. Chanukah begins on the 25th
day of the Hebrew month of Kislev, but the starting date on the
western calendar varies from year to year. The holiday celebrates
the events which took place over 2,300 years ago in the land of
Judea, which is now Israel

Long ago in the land of Judea there was a Syrian king, Antiochus.
The king ordered the Jewish people to reject their G-d, their reli-
gion, their customs and their beliefs and to worship the Greek
gods. There were some who did as they were told, but many
refused. One who refused was Judah Maccabee.

Judah and his four brothers formed an army and chose as their
name the word "Maccabee", which means hammer. After three
years of fighting, the Maccabees were finally successful in driv-
ing the Syrians out of Israel and reclaimed the Temple in Jerusa-
lem. The Maccabees wanted to clean the building and to remove
the hated Greek symbols and statues. On the 25th day of the
month of Kislev, the job was finished and the temple was rededi-
cated.

When Judah and his followers finished cleaning the temple, they
wanted to light the eternal light, known as the N'er Tamid, which
is present in every Jewish house of worship. Once lit, the oil lamp
should never be extinguished.

Only a tiny jug of oil was found with only enough for a single
day. The oil lamp was filled and lit. Then a miracle occurred as the
tiny amount of oil stayed lit not for one day, but for eight days.

Jews celebrate Chanukah to mark the victory over the Syrians
and the rededication of the Temple. The Festival of the Lights,
Chanukah, lasts for eight days to commemorate the miracle of the
oil. The word Chanukah means "rededication".

In America, families celebrate Chanukah at home. They give and
receive gifts, decorate the house, entertain friends and family, eat
special fried foods, and light the holiday menorah. Y
